TURKISH STATE POLICIES 

2011-2015 

• From open-doors to closed doors 

• From non-refoulement to „voluntary returns‟ 

• (Selective ) Humanitarian intervention 

• From entitlement as „guests‟ to temporary 

protection 

• Towards unintended «integration» policies  

 



FACTS AND CHALLENGES 

While Turkey has been praised for its open-door policy 

and high-standard camps, it has been criticized for 

legal uncertainties and administrative drawbacks 

• Lack of good governance understanding 

• Adhoc arrangements 

• Lack of long-term visions 

 



FACTS AND CHALLENGES 

Short-term recommendations: 

 

• Migration/asylum actors: an interplay of three 

actors – sending, receiving, migrants/asylum 

seekers 

• Migration process: pre-migration, transition, post-

migration 

• Fact-finding and need assessment 

• Planning: short-term, mid-term, long-term 

• Realizing/Delivering  



FACTS AND CHALLENGES 

Long-term recommendations: 

 

• Redefining refugee status (lifting geographical 
limitation, rephrasing “Turkishness” requirement) 

• Prioritizing sociocultural and labor market integration 
policies 

• Education, Health, Employment  

• May deal with further refugee flows? What about  
absorption capacity? 

• International burden-sharing & good governance 

• Addressing shortcomings of the international protection
